Many times clergy
encourage their
congregations to engage
in special devotions
during this time or give
up something to help
focus on our Savior
Jesus Christ. We remind
everyone that giving up
meat on Wednesdays
and Fridays is a part of
our norma Lenten
disciplines and the
Prayer Book reminds us
that the 40 days of Lent
are specid days of
fasting that al of us
should engage in unless
it is unwise medically.
While | do encourage all
of you to hold to Lenten

discipline, I am going to
suggest that this year as
a parish we al do what
God expects us to do—
PRAY'! It has been laid
on my heart that we as
Christian people at St.
Mary's must reinvigorate
our prayer lives and, I'll
admit, it must start with
me as your Father in
God in this place. In
order to do this, the daily
offices of Morning and
Evening Prayer will be
said in the church
EVERYDAY a 7:30
am. and 530 p.m,
seven days a week,
during Lent. The offices
will be clergy and lay
led. But this is just a
beginning. Many of you
cannot get here every
single day, twice a day.
But there is a way to
involve yourself in this
endeavor. Re-commit
yourself to praying every
day and when you pray,

make intercession for
various things and

people. First, pray for St.
Mary's and al the clergy
and members that God's
will be done in our life

together. Second, pray
for others. Use the
prayer list published
each week in the bulletin
for these are people in
need who are known to
us here in the parish.
Next, pray for those you
know, family, friends,
and loved ones. Ladt,
pray for yourself so that
you and the blessed Holy
Trinity enter into a
deeper communion.
Perhaps your prayer
times can coincide with
the prayer times in the

church. What a
wonderful thing it would
be, and undoubtedly

pleasing to our Father in
Heaven, if this entire
parish was actually
praying together at the
same time, abeit in
different places. If this
seems a bit daunting,
talk to me or one of the
other clergy. We can
give you some
suggestions to make this
“easier” to do, if you are
resolved to do so. You
have heard the old
adage, “A family that
prays together, stays
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together.” And so it is with a parish
family. Praying is the one and only
true way to cement our lives together
and this must occur outside of Sunday
morning. When we pray, we give our
whole beings to God to do with as He
wills. And as we know, “...with God,
al thing are possible.”
